Kagyu Thubten Chšling is making prayers and offerings for our parents, 
ancestors, and the deceased, performing 2 days of practice including 1000 
butterlamps, a special recitation of the Amitabha sadhana with tsok offerings, a 
fire puja for the deceased, and aspiration prayers for the well being of us and all 
other beings, especially those to whom we dedicate the practice by name, both 
living and deceased. 
 
The practice entitled 'Jangchok' will be included within the chanting of the 
Amitabha sadhana.  Jangchok is done for the benefit of the recently deceased to 
achieve liberation.  For persons who may have passed away a long time ago the 
Jangchok practice will still bring great blessings to the deceased and create the 
causes and conditions for the liberation of the person.  For the living, it is said that 
once their karmic debtors are liberated through this practice, the person will have 
less obstacles.  For all beings, this practice will help to create favorable conditions 
and enhance their well-being. 
 
Lama Norlha Rinpoche has said that Òno matter how long ago your deceased dear 
ones or relatives have passed away, it is still very vital to make prayers and
